Congratulations to all of our new seniors!!!  During the first two weeks of school, I will be talking to seniors 
about completing necessary paperwork for the college application process.  Students - please complete the 
information with your parents and return it to me as soon as possible to avoid any delays in submitting college 
applications.  The $10.00 transcript fee is made payable to St. John Neumann Regional Academy. 
 
Please remember to request recommendation letters in September so teachers, clergy, and professionals 
have plenty of time to adequately describe your attributes without having to rush. 
 

FYI for SENIORS AND JUNIORS 
Some tips on college planning: 
 
 1. Schedule college visits and attend any college fairs in your area. 
  
 2. Think of who you would like to request letters of recommendation from including teachers, 
  employers, or religious clergy. 
 
 3. Make a list of all financial deadlines and admission dates. 
 
 4. Make file folders for all colleges you plan to visit so information is organized and easy to find.  It 
  would be helpful to also make a file for all recommendation letters and test materials so SAT and 
  ACT scores are easy to locate. 
 
 5. Complete practice tests for the SAT and ACT.  These are available on www.collegeboard.com. 
 

COLLEGE NIGHT 
College Night for juniors, and any seniors who did not attend the September 2009 session, is scheduled for 
September 9, 2010 at 7 p.m. in the SJNRA high school library.  This will be a brief informative session for stu-
dents and parents to assist you in preparing for all the decisions you make during your senior year (e.g. 
where to go to college, how to apply for financial aid, scholarships, and other options for your future after high 
school).

FEE WAIVERS 
SJNRA participates in the Federal Free and Reduced Lunch Program, which qualifies students for more than 
a free school lunch.  With participation in this program, students are eligible for Reductions and Waivers for 
SEVERAL national programs including SAT and ACT college entrance exams and PSAT (junior year only) 
and AP exams.  Also many colleges will waive application fees for students who qualify for this program.  
These benefits can result in a significant savings.  To receive these benefits, students must inform me that 
they qualify for the Federal Free and Reduced Lunch Program, which can then be verified with the Lunch Pro-
gram Director.  In regards to college application fees, a brief fee-waiver-request letter indicating the studentôs 
participation in the program is submitted with their completed application materials.  Please contact me or see 
me in the Guidance Office if you are interested in receiving these benefits. 
 

SAT and ACT DATES 
The dates for the ACT and SAT college entrance exams are currently available outside the guidance office or 
on collegeboard.com.  Seniors are encouraged to take the earliest testing dates this school year to assure 
colleges receive scores by application deadlines.
